(hereinafter referred to as singularly as “the Party” and collectively as “the Parties”)

WHEREAS

A.
.....(acronym of university)....is an established University with a track record of educational excellence and research and with a dynamic programme of collaborative arrangements with many international counterparts.

B.
....(acronym of partner)........... is an established body/industry/non-government organization/ community centre which strives to strengthen its niche areas and networking abilities, and has entered into various collaborative arrangements with others to enhance its links and cooperation. 
C.
The Parties are desirous of entering this Memorandum of Understanding  to declare their respective intentions and to establish a basis of cooperation and collaboration between the Parties upon the terms as contained herein.

NOW THIS MOU WITNESSES AS FOLLOWS:
ARTICLE 1
OBJECTIVE

The Parties, subject to the terms of this Memorandum of Understanding and the laws, rules, regulations and national policies from time to time in force in each party’s country, shall endeavour to network, strengthen, promote and develop collaborative efforts in South-east Asia Social Innovation projects between the Parties on the basis of equality and mutual benefit.

ARTICLE 2
OBJECTIVES OF THE SOUTH-EAST ASIA SOCIAL INNOVATION PROJECTS NETWORK

As members in the same network, both parties agree to collaborate in social innovation projects with the following objectives:

a)      Create a network that encourages knowledge sharing among the partners (the 
         university, the industry & the community).

b) Provide an environment where knowledge is collected and diffused from
         those that have it (university/industry) to those that need it (community/ 

         industry).
c) Encourage demand-driven social innovation programmes for the development 
         of quality lifestyle and innovation.

ARTICLE 3
AREAS OF COOPERATION

3.1
As members in the same network, both parties agree to hold the following responsibilities:
a) identification of areas for social innovation;

b) institutional exchanges between staff, resources  and facilities from each partner institution;


c)     exchange of information pertaining to developments in training, collaborative project developments and project promotional activities; 
d)
regular meeting attendance and communication on a monthly basis or as agreed to by the Parties from time to time; and 
e)    evaluation of the network’s objectives achievements according to mutually agreed milestones.
3.2
For the purpose of implementing the co-operation in respect of any areas stated in paragraph 3.1 the Parties shall enter into legally binding agreements subject to terms and conditions as mutually agreed upon by the parties including clauses on “confidentiality”, “suspension”, “protection of intellectual property rights” and “settlement of disputes”. 
ARTICLE 4
PROMOTIONAL STRATEGIES

As members in the same network, both parties agree to promote the collaborative social innovation projects through the following initiatives:

a) hosting social media platforms such as website, facebook, instagram or tweeter.

b) publising promotional write-ups (including relevant photos or pictures) about the social innovation projects in the identified media platforms.
c) maintaining the media platforms and the contents regularly.
                                                 ARTICLE 5

FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS

5.1
This Memorandum of Understanding shall not give rise to any financial obligation by one Party to the other.

5.2
Each Party shall bear its own cost and expenses in the implementation of this Memorandum of Understanding.

ARTICLE 6
EFFECT OF MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

This Memorandum of Understanding serves only as a record of the Parties’ intentions  and does not constitute or create, and is not intended to constitute or create, obligations under domestic or international law and shall not give rise to any legal process and shall not be deemed to constitute or create any legally binding or enforceable obligations, express or implied.

ARTICLE 7
NO AGENCY

Nothing contained herein is to be construed so as to constitute a joint venture partnership or formal business organisation of any kind between the Parties or so to constitute either party as the agent of the other.
ARTICLE 8
ENTRY INTO EFFECT AND DURATION

8.1
This Memorandum of Understanding shall become effective as of the date of signatures of both parties, or if the dates vary, then the date of the later signature.
8.2
This Memorandum of Understanding shall remain in effect for a period of  THREE (3) years.

8.3
This Memorandum of Understanding may be extended for such further period as may be agreed in writing by both parties.

8.4
If the Memorandum of Understanding is not renewed by mutual consent, the Memorandum of Understanding shall conclude at the end of the specified  period, or after activities in progress have concluded.

ARTICLE 9
REVISION, VARIATION AND AMENDMENT

9.1
Either party may request in writing a revision, variation or amendment of this Memorandum of Understanding.

9.2
Any such revision, variation or amendment agreed to by the Parties shall be in writing and shall form part of this Memorandum of Understanding. 

9.3
Such revision, variation or amendment shall come into force on such date as may be determined by the Parties.

9.4
Any revision, variation or amendment shall not prejudice the implementation of any project, activity or co-operation arising from or based on this Memorandum of Understanding before or up to the date of such revision, variation or amendment.

ARTICLE 10
TERMINATION

This Memorandum of Understanding may be terminated by either party with a minimum of THIRTY (30) days written notice.  Activities in progress at the time of termination of this Memorandum of Understanding shall be permitted to conclude as planned unless otherwise agreed.

ARTICLE 11
NOTICES

ARTICLE 12
PROTECTION OF INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS

12.1
The protection of intellectual property rights shall be enforced in conformity with the respective national laws, rules and regulations of the Parties and with other international agreements signed by both Parties.

12.2
The use of the name, logo and/or official emblem of any of the           Parties on any publications, document and/or paper is prohibited   without the prior written approval of the Party.

12.3
Notwithstanding anything in paragraph 12.1 above, if the intellectual property rights in respect of any technological development, and any product and service development, were obtained –

(i)
jointly by the Parties or if the projects’ outputs were obtained through the joint activity or effort of the Parties, then these shall be jointly owned by the parties in accordance with terms to be mutually agreed upon; or
(ii)
solely and separately by a Party or if the projects’ outputs were obtained through the sole and separate effort of the Party, then these shall be solely owned by the Party concerned.

ARTICLE 13
CONFIDENTIALITY

13.1
Each Party shall undertake to observe the confidentiality and            secrecy of documents, information and other data received from or supplied to, the other party during the period of the implementation of this Memorandum of Understanding or any other agreements made pursuant to this Memorandum of Understanding.
13.2
For purposes of paragraph 13.1 above, such documents, information     and data include any document, information and data which is  disclosed by a party (the Disclosing party) to the other party (the Receiving party) prior to, or after, the execution of this  Memorandum of Understanding,  involving technical, business,   marketing, policy, know-how, planning, project management and  other documents, information, data and /or solutions in any form, including but not limited to any document, information or data  which is designated in writing in writing to be confidential or by its nature intended to be for the knowledge of the Receiving party or if orally given, is given in the circumstances of confidence.

13.3
Both Parties agree that the provisions of this Article shall continue  to be binding between the Parties notwithstanding the termination of this Memorandum of Understanding.

ARTICLE 14
SUSPENSION


Each Party reserves the right  for reasons of national security, national interest,  public  order or  public  health to suspend  temporarily,   either in whole or in part, the implementation of this Memorandum of Understanding which  suspension   shall   take  effect  immediately  after  notification has been given to the other Party through diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE 15
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES


Any   difference  or   dispute    between   the Parties concerning the interpretation and/or implementation  and/or application of any of the provisions of this Memorandum of Understanding shall be settled amicably through mutual consultation and/or negotiations  between   the parties through diplomatic channels,  without  reference  to  any third party or international tribunal.
